The case of the cunning relative clauses

Scenario: Last night, at the annual Grammar Gala, the renowned linguist Professor Syntax met an untimely 

demise. He was found in the library—a place that always felt safe. Four suspects, each with a motive, were 

present at the scene.



Meet the suspects
1. Miss Lexia, who is the only guest who always carries a red pen.

2. Mr. Clause, whose briefcase—which contains his latest 
manuscript—was found near the crime scene.

3. Dr. Conjunction, who arrived late because of the train, which was 
delayed by a suspicious signal failure

4. Ms. Phrasal, whose scarf, which was a gift from Professor Syntax, was 
discovered torn and stained.
